Gratitude

I’'ve got a bad case of “the writer’s block.” Not because there aren’t a
thousand things | could say about Easter and the tremendous joy that was
inspired...but because whenever | try to put into words my deep sense of
gratitude toward this community and a remarkable God who still surprises
me, they inevitably do not do it justice.

My husband and | were talking last night...we figure we’ve lived here al-
most ten years. And in that time, between the two of us, we’ve probably
written about 700 sermons, welcomed the Christ Child about 35 times
(two services per minister, each Christmas Eve), and celebrated the Risen
One approximately 45 times (again, two or three services per minister,
each Easter Sunday). And in all that time and work, I've never experienced
the kind of joy and light as | did on Easter Sunday here at First Christian
Church of North Kansas City. It was spectacular!!!

And it could not have happened without a whole slew of folks who rolled
up their sleeves during the week to clean and decorate, move furniture
and wait by locked doors, cook bacon and pray without ceasing. You
played instruments and crafted prayers, you arrived early and stayed late,
you brewed coffee and led worship. But it especially could not have hap-
pened without you, who greeted and welcomed, embraced and sang
praise.

So, though the words hardly do it justice, hear me say THANK YOU!

Thank you for loving the Lord with such expectation and such faithfulness
that you didn’t even blink an eye when asked to sit and pray for one more
hour...or wash your 98th plate...or go searching for more bulletins...or vac-
uum up dirt that jumped out of top heavy tulip pots.

But most of all, thank you for loving the church with such loyalty and per-
sistence that you didn’t even blink an eye when God showed up ...again...
for the 6th or the 65th time here at FCC! And thank you for allowing me to
be a tiny part of it all! What a gift it is, to serve with and for you...
